** My complaint below requires that readers open and read each of the correspondence links above to provide
context, before continuing.**

Overview

Community consultation undertaken by council October 2023 regarding the topic ‘Anzac Park’ did not include a) the
demolishing of the fountain or b) tearing up the paved pathways to replace with concrete. These components of the
project were declared a fait accompli at the beginning of the community consultation period and were not up for
explanation or discussion with community members at the sessions provided by council.

The legislation below gives an outline for how local government should act as elected representatives on behalf of
communities. In my experience, regarding the community consultation on this project, | am disappointed council has
been unable to address my considerations and, in fact, has avoided dealing at all with the logical compromise |
provided, at length.

It may not seem like much to people working in offices but for our community this park forms our ongoing
commitment to heritage; and the intention to make our public spaces more scenic and enjoyable for all.
